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1. Introduction
Student unrest refers to any form of dissatisfaction, agitation, protest, or collective discontent among students in educational institutions. It may be peaceful (e.g., rallies, petitions) or violent (e.g., strikes, clashes, property damage). Student unrest is a global phenomenon and reflects the social, political, academic, psychological, and economic concerns of the youth.
For B.Ed. students understanding of student unrest is essential because teachers are responsible for maintaining a positive learning environment and guiding young learners toward constructive problem-solving.

2. Meaning and Nature of Student Unrest
· Meaning: Student unrest is a state of dissatisfaction among students that leads to protests or disruptive behaviour in academic institutions.
· Nature:
· Collective or group-based movement
· Often reactive to perceived injustice or dissatisfaction
· May arise suddenly or gradually
· Expression varies from peaceful protest to intense aggression
· Influenced by social, economic, psychological, and political contexts

3. Causes of Student Unrest
Student unrest usually emerges from a combination of institutional, personal, social, economic, and political factors.
A. Institutional Causes
1. Poor administration or lack of transparency
· Unfair rules, biased decisions, irregular examinations.
2. Inadequate infrastructure
· Lack of classrooms, libraries, hostels, sanitation, or learning aids.
3. Poor teacher–student relationship
· Lack of guidance, communication gaps, harsh behaviour.
4. Academic pressure
· Overloaded curriculum, exam stress, unclear evaluation policies.
5. Delay in results, scholarship issues, admission irregularities
B. Personal and Psychological Causes
1. Adolescent stress and emotional instability
2. Peer pressure
3. Lack of coping skills
4. Identity crisis and search for recognition
5. Career uncertainty and fear of unemployment
C. Social Causes
1. Influence of social inequalities
· Discrimination based on caste, class, gender, region, etc.
2. Family problems
· Domestic conflicts, financial stress.
3. Exposure to mass media
· Rapid spread of information through social media.
4. Societal expectation
· Pressure to excel academically.
D. Economic Causes
1. Rising cost of education
2. Lack of job opportunities
3. Financial insecurity among youth and families
4. Delayed employment opportunities despite degrees
E. Political Causes
1. Politicisation of college/university campuses
2. Student organisations influenced by external political parties
3. Use of student bodies for political gain
4. National or global political events influencing student emotions

4. Manifestations / Forms of Student Unrest
Student unrest can take many forms:
A. Peaceful Forms
· Demonstrations
· Sit-ins
· Rallies
· Submitting memoranda
· Hunger strikes
B. Aggressive or Violent Forms
· Boycotting classes/exams
· Campus strikes
· Stone-throwing, clashes with authorities
· Destruction of property
· Locking administrative offices (“gherao”)
· Cyber protests (online campaigns, trolling, mass digital action)

5. Effects and Impact of Student Unrest
A. Impact on Students
· Academic loss due to missed classes
· Stress, fear, anxiety
· Disciplinary actions, suspension or expulsion
· Physical injury in violent situations
· Damage to future career prospects
B. Impact on Institutions
· Disruption of the academic calendar
· Decline in educational quality
· Damage to reputation and trust
· Increased administrative costs for repair/security
· Strained teacher–student relationships
C. Impact on Society and Nation
· Delay in producing skilled manpower
· Reduced economic productivity
· Increased social tension and polarisation
· Loss of public property and resources
· Undermining the role of educational institutions as hubs of learning

6. Role of Teachers in Managing and Preventing Student Unrest
As future educators, B.Ed. students must learn preventive and positive strategies:
A. Strengthening Teacher–Student Relationship
· Show empathy, active listening
· Provide emotional support
· Maintain fairness in assessment and discipline
B. Effective Classroom Management
· Use democratic practices in classroom decisions
· Encourage open discussions on grievances
· Adopt flexible and student-friendly teaching methods
C. Guidance and Counselling
· Identify early signs of stress or dissatisfaction
· Organise guidance sessions for career planning
· Provide counselling for emotional and behavioural issues
D. Creating a Supportive Environment
· Promote co-curricular activities and peer learning
· Encourage leadership and responsibility
· Conduct value education programmes
E. Working with Administration

· Encourage grievances to be addressed through formal channels
· Advocate for adequate academic resources on behalf of students

Institutional Measures
· Establish grievance redressal cells

· Strengthening student unions within democratic limits
Curricular and Co-curricular Measures
· Stress-free evaluation systems
· Life skills training (communication, problem-solving, emotional regulation)
· Workshops on conflict resolution and peace education
Policy-Level Measures
· Reduce political interference
· Increase investment in higher education infrastructure
· Provide career guidance and job-placement mechanisms
